 President Kincer called the meeting of the Board of Commissioners, Port of Bremerton, 
to order at 6:00 p.m., October 27, 2009, followed by the pledge of allegiance. 
 
 Present were Commissioners Cheryl Kincer, Bill Mahan, and Larry Stokes; Port Attorney 
Gordon Walgren; staff members Cary Bozeman, Tim Thomson, Fred Salisbury, Steve Slaton, 
Becky Swanson, Ginger Waye, and Special Advisor Scott Ware.  Visitors are shown on the 
attached sheet. 
 
CEO REPORT 


Cary Bozeman 


1. 2010 Preliminary Budget will be presented tonight as a balanced budget that does not 
include the 1% tax increase allowed by state law and reduces the reliance on property tax 
funds for operations from 51% to 33% 


2. The Stramp project (public walkway) on the Port’s newly acquired property on 
Washington Avenue is well underway and on schedule and on budget. 


3. Will be meeting with interested investors this week related to the Washington Avenue 
development project. 


4. A portion of the Olympic View Business Park Building #1 has been leased and will be 
presented during this meeting. 


5. The Cross-SKIA connector road project is moving ahead with as much getting done as 
possible before winter weather sets in; it will be completed next spring. 


6. There is legitimate interest in the Port’s office space in the Norm Dicks Government 
Center and staff is confident it will be leased out before the end of the year.

A motion is made by Commissioner Mahan and seconded by Commissioner Stokes to approve 
the Consent Items as presented and the motion carried unanimously. 
 
CITIZEN COMMENTS:  No Comments. 


  
ACTION ITEMS FOR CONSIDERATION: 


Action Item #1 – 2010 Preliminary Budget 
Presented by Becky Swanson, Chief Financial Officer 


 
Ms. Swanson stated that staff made significant changes to the draft preliminary budget based on 
discussion at the budget workshop held on October 6, 2009 including deletion of certain capital 
projects; modification of new staffing position; and adjustment of marketing fees. She displayed 
a PowerPoint presentation and provided details and information on the balanced budget of 
$16,584,344.  She stated that great strides have been made to reduce the dependency on 
property taxes for operations from 51% to 33% and that the budget does not include the 1% tax 
increase as allowed by state law. 
 
A motion is made by Commissioner Mahan and seconded by Commissioner Kincer to approve 
the 2010 Preliminary Budget and, after discussion, motion carries unanimously. 
 
Discussion: 


Commissioner Mahan stated he was impressed with the budget and the information 
provided; it represented a very good package that we can operate on in 2010. 


Commissioner Stokes stated there were two items he did not agree with: 1) The floating 
restrooms to be located at both marinas, he doesn’t think it radiates the right impression; and 
2) the hiring of another employee for marketing; he believes the Port has the staff and expertise 
to market our facilities. He congratulated the staff on reducing the budget by $235,000 and 
stated he believes the Commission should work as a team. He respects the other two 
Commissioners and their judgment so he would be voting in favor of the budget. 
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Commissioner Kincer thanked Ms. Swanson for her work and for coordinating with staff 
to produce this budget. She also stated her appreciation for all the staff’s effort.  


No public comment received. 
 
Action Item #2 – Authorization for CEO to amend underwater inspection 
contract with Echelon Engineering to include Port Orchard Marina and 
Annapolis Dock. 
Presented by Steve Slaton, Director, Marine Facilities 
 


A motion is made by Commissioner Stokes and seconded by Commissioner Mahan to 
authorize the CEO to issue a change order to the contract with Echelon Engineering for the 
underwater inspection of marine facilities to include the Port Orchard Marina and Annapolis 
Pier and, after discussion, motion carries unanimously. 
 


Action Item #3 – Approval of Lease for Olympic View Business Park (OVBP) 
Building #1.  
Presented by Tim Thomson, Director, Real Estate and Industrial Park Development 
 


A motion is made by Commissioner Mahan and seconded by Commissioner Stokes to waive 
the security fee for the lease with Electric Boat Corporation in accordance with state law and 
motion carries unanimously. 
 
A motion is made by Commissioner Stokes and seconded by Commissioner Mahan to approve 
the building lease between the Port of Bremerton and Electric Boat Corporation and, after 
discussion, motion carries unanimously. 
 


Mr. Thomson introduced Electric Boat’s Jim Yorgensen, Operations Manager, and Larry 
Frank, who worked closely with Mr. Thomson during this lease process. 


 
Action Item #4 – Bid Award and authorization for CEO to execute contract 
documents for OVBP Building #1 Tenant Improvement Project. 
Presented by Tim Thomson, Director, Real Estate and Industrial Park Development 
 


A motion is made by Commissioner Stokes and seconded by Commissioner Mahan to 
authorize the Port CEO to approve and sign a contract with Drury Construction to complete 
tenant improvements in Olympic View Business Parking Building #1 for Electric Boat 
Corporation and, after discussion, motion carries unanimously. 
 
STAFF/COMMISSION REPORTS: No Reports. 
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 President Kincer recessed the meeting into executive session at 6:45 p.m. to discuss 
potential litigation issues pursuant to the provisions of RCW 42.30.110(1)(i) with expected 
adjournment at 7:20 p.m. A five-minute break was allowed for a photo opportunity with Electric 
Boat representatives.

SUMMARY STATEMENT: 
The 2010 preliminary budget was presented and approved on October 27, 2009. There is no 
change in the 2010 final budget amount of $16,584,344. However, a few minor reclassifications 
of cost between the airport and industrial park for stormwater assessments, and in the marinas' 
estimates for insurance costs were made. The final budget documents and all related 
resolutions are presented herein for public hearing and adoption as follows: 


• 2010 Final Budget and Six Year Capital Plan for Years 2010-2015 
• Resolution 2009-70: No Tax Increase for General or IDD tax levies 
• Resolution 2009-71: Provides a limit factor for the regular levy to determine future 


years' levies and to enable the Port to bank excess levy capacity. This resolution works 
together with Resolution 2009-70 and is important to the Port in preserving its ability to 
bank the levy capacity above the negative IPD for the 2010 calendar year.  It is not 
known what the future holds or what projects may come before future Port 
Commissions. The Port banked the excess levy capacity in 2009, and should preserve 
the same ability to bank the excess capacity in 2010.   


• Resolution 2009-72: Providing for acceptance, approval and adoption of the Final Budget 
for Calendar Year 2010.     


• Resolution 2009-73: Filing the Final Budget and submitting a request for tax levies for 
the 2010 calendar year with the Clerk of the Board of County Commissioners and the 
Kitsap County Tax Assessor's Office. This resolution also includes the official Levy 
Certification signed by the Chief Financial Officer of the Port.

(copy attached) to the Board of County Commissioners to provide for levies against 
taxable property located within Kitsap County to raise funds in the amount indicated in 
the Final Budget as follows, plus new construction and improvements to property, newly 
constructed wind turbines, annexation, any increases in the values of state-assessed 
property, state-assessed utilities, refunds, and all allowable levies:
